Jpr tops in disposal of revenue cases

he Jaipur dis-
trict administra-
tion leads in 

revenue case disposal 
and the number of new 
cases being disposed of 
monthly has increased 
significantly. However, 
there are still 32,738 
pending revenue cases in 
Jaipur district. On aver-
age, more than 50 new 
revenue cases are being 
filed daily. In July alone, 
1,570 new revenue cases 
were registered, while 
2,098 cases were re-

solved in various state 
courts across the district.

In July, the Chaksu 
sub-division saw the 
highest number of cases 
registered, with 190 cas-
es, and also had the high-
est pending cases, total-

ing 2,879, despite resolv-
ing 204 cases that month. 
District Collector 
Prakash Rajpurohit is 
also on target. Although 
the city has lagged be-
hind, the rural areas of 
the district have exceed-

ed targets for case dis-
posal. In Jaipur city, 74 
cases were disposed off 
against 84 new cases 
filed, while in Jaipur 
Rural, 68 cases were 
disposed off against 47 
new cases filed.

In Didwana city, two in-
nocent children drowned 
in a pond located in front 
of the Sheetal Kund Ba-
laji Temple. The local 
police reported that the 
children were playing 
while heading towards 
the settlement from their 
home.

Indian astronaut from Gaganyaan to join ISS: Singh

n Indian astro-
naut from the 
‘Gaganyaan’ 

mission is set to join the 
International Space Sta-
tion (ISS), marking a sig-
nificant milestone in the 
Indo-US space collabo-
ration, Union Minister of 
State (Independent 
Charge) for Science and 
Technology, Dr Jitendra 
Singh, said on Sunday.

Chairing a pivotal bi-
lateral meeting on the 
US-India Civil Nuclear 
Commerce in the nation-

al capital, the minister 
highlighted the deepen-
ing cooperation between 
the two nations in critical 
areas of science, technol-
ogy and clean energy. 
The high-level US dele-
gation was led by John 
Podesta, Senior Advisor 
to the US President for 
International Climate 
Policy and David Turk, 
Deputy Secretary, the 
Department of Energy.

Both nations reaf-
firmed their commitment 
to strengthening their co-
operation in emerging 
technologies, with mu-
tual interests in enhanc-

ing economic growth, 
national security and 
global leadership in tech-

nological advancements. 
Dr Singh emphasised the 
importance of the part-

nership in securing glob-
al supply chains, espe-
cially in sectors like 
semiconductors, phar-
maceuticals, and clean 
energy technologies, 
which are increasingly 
vital in today’s intercon-
nected world.

The minister also un-
derscored the Green Hy-
drogen Mission as a cor-
nerstone of India’s strat-
egy to decarbonise heavy 
industry, transportation 
and power generation. 
“Through robust policy 
frameworks and interna-
tional collaborations, In-
dia is poised to lead the

the polls on October 1.  
The counting of votes is 
scheduled for October 4.

Sri Lanka and will be the 
eighth port call by Indian 
Ships this year,” it said.

INS Mumbai -- the 
third of the Delhi class 
destroyers -- will bring 
essential spares for the 

Sri Lanka Airforce 
(SLAF)-operated Dorni-
er maritime patrol air-
craft -- the pilots and 
flight navigators of 
which are being trained 
by the Indian Navy. Apart 

from this, the Indian 
Navy also supports the 
aircraft’s maintenance 
with a technical team and 
spares.

“The Dornier aircraft 
provides a unique and 

critical capability of sur-
veillance over the Sea 
Area of Responsibility 
(AOR) of Sri Lanka since 
induction two years ago,” 
the press release said.

Upon arrival, the Com-
manding Officer will call 
on the Commander of the 
Western Naval Area, 
Rear Admiral WDCU 
Kumarasinghe, at the 
Western Naval Area 
Headquarters.

“This is the most ever 

for any presidential 
campaign in this time 
span,” she said.

Vice President Harris 
became a candidate for 
president on July 21 

when President Joe 
Biden stepped aside un-
der pressure from fel-
low Democrats con-
cerned about his cogni-
tive ability after he 

stumbled during a June 
27 debate against Re-
publican Donald Trump.

The Harris candidacy 
has generated momen-
tum that has put Trump 
on the defensive and he 
has struggled to main-
tain the media spotlight 
on him. Harris and her 
vice presidential run-
ning mate, Tim Walz, 
take their campaign for 
the White House on a 
bus tour through Geor-
gia this week, looking to 
build support in a state 
looming large in the 
Nov. 5 election.

Pavel Durov, the Rus-

Nupur’s 
performance included 1 hour and 32 
minutes for swimming, 7 hours and 24 
minutes for cycling, and 5 hours and 8 
minutes for running. Her achievement 
is a testament to her dedication and 
extensive endurance training.
